As We Care continues to spend time with their 
current project, they are finding that they are 
learning much about the Foster Care system.  
During their November gathering, Jenn, a student 
at OU, described what it is like to transition from 
foster care. 

She described what it was like to move into a 
dorm with tattered bedding while the other girls 
had coordinated decorations for the room.  She 
also said that family holidays like Thanksgiving, 
Mom's weekend, Dad's weekend, etc. are really 
difficult.  Also, during finals week at OU, parents 
can sign up to have the dorms send their children 
finals week care packages; and of course, no one 
sends one to her. 

She said that human interaction is really im-
portant, and she liked We Care’s  idea of planning 
a trip with the kids and their siblings. 

When asked if foster care had ever given her 
anything, she said that they gave her a teddy 
bear.  One person asked if that was meaningful to 
her, and she said that she still sleeps with it.  

Jenn’s comments were really helpful as We Care 
designs their projects for the coming year. 

As a result of what they learned from Jenn 
that day, We Care is planning to do the following 
projects: 

1.Give Jenn a finals week care package. She 
was really touched that we did that for her.  She 
also said that she wants to help us for the rest of 
the year, so she will be attending the meetings 
starting in January. 

2. Give Jenn some Christmas presents. 
3. Prepare 16 toiletry starter kits for teens just 

entering into foster care (8 girl and 8 boy) 
4. Prepare 8 apartment starter kits for teens 

who emancipate from foster care and are starting 
out on their own (4 girls and 4 boys) 

At the next meeting (Dec. 4, 10 am) they will 
meet at CHILDREN'S SERVICES located at 18 
Stonybrook Dr. in Athens (building 14), where 
they will be assembling the kits. Newcomers are 
always welcome.

Matt Stevens, regional director for 
Church World Service, reports that 
First church’s school, health, and baby 
kits were transported from Otterbein 
College on October 10. 

They were unloaded on Monday the 
12th and by that Thursday 100% of the 
kits from the 53 foot, fully packed semi-
trailer (weighing in at 34,800 pounds) 
were already on their way to appreciative children 
and adults in the US and around the world! 

Our thanks to the generous folks from First 
Church who prepared 70 school, 10 health, 
and 9 baby kits. In addition First Church brought 
ten school kits to Annual Conference which were 
part of the gigantic collection of 11,600 school kits 
collected and trucked out to the Naperville, Illinois 
distribution center. Our Bishop Ough was very 
grateful for the response to the “Miracle Offering” 
this year! 

In addition  to the tremendous kit collection, 
Otterbein College students constructed a storage 
shed for a Habitat for Humanity home in Delaware 

County, a signifi-
cant collection of 
800 pounds of pota-
toes, and miles of 
quarters for the So-
ciety of St. Andrew. 
Generous folks also 
brought materials 
and helped fill flood 

buckets. 
Also helping out were Bishop Bruce 
and Char Ough who come to the Fes-
tival of Sharing every year. We are 
especially grateful to United Meth-
odist related Otterbein College that 
again provided their student center, 
security, and buildings and grounds 
personnel at no charge to the Festi-

val. Especially helpful were the members of the 
campus fraternity, Sigma Delta Phi, who worked 
tirelessly in the unloading of cars, vans and trucks 
and the systematic stacking 
of all the boxes in the semi-
trailer. 

The recently in-
stalled President of Otter-
bein, Kathy Krendl 
(formerly Provost at Ohio 
University), was part of the worship service and 
extended her appreciation to the Otterbein stu-
dents for whom community service is an expecta-
tion. She and Bishop Ough jointly pledged even 
further church and college cooperation. 
 All of these heart-warming results come 
about through the year-round work of the Confer-
ence Festival of Sharing Committee under the 
leadership of David and Bonita Maze. Note - next 
year’s conference event is already set for Saturday, 
Oct. 9 at Otterbein College.
